Action Item Priority Summary of Results

The top 3 priority items of CRT members from the Action Item Summary of are:

Education 

Housing

Economic Development

Education


The main concerns in this area are the retention of McGregor, implementation of the Education Village concept and organization of the Education Chamber of Commerce.  Since the retention of McGregor is in the hands of Community Resources and the Education Village concept will begin to implement itself with successes in the education arena, it was decided that the immediate concern was to organize the Education Chamber of Commerce.


Tony Armocida will organize the group by inviting representatives of all educational institutions in the village to a planning meeting in August.  By the end of September, he plans to have a functioning group in place.  He envisions a group that will create a “functional synergy” between the educational institutions in town.

Housing


Tony Arnett, Bruce Rickenbach and Karen Wintrow volunteered to organize a Housing Task Force to develop a marketing plan for available land in the village.  The group will:

Identify 5-6 large land tracts that are now or could be available; encourage property owners who do not currently have their land on the market to do so.

Create a marketing package including site information, bordering land use and advantages of each property to distribute to developers in the area.

Conduct a bus tour of the available properties for interested developers.

The front-end costs of a large development are extensive and might preclude a small developer from being able to tackle such a project.

Forum Work Products


The videotape and printed products from the WSU forum will be available in 7-10 days.  There was discussion of how best to distribute the materials and communicate with the broader community.  The videotape can be immediately released to Channel 13 for airing and both the tape and printed material can be put in the Library.  A website for CRT is currently being designed and a power point demonstration of the forum will be available there.  It is currently available on the WSU website.  It was also recommended to present it to the Greene County Commissioners and the Greene County Regional Planning Commission.


The focus of the next CRT meeting will be the development of a communications plan.
