Work Progress

Communications Task Group


Work continues on the narrated video from the Forum PowerPoint presentation.  Ron has provided a script and a narrator has been located.  Barb Krabec and Ven Adkins are spearheading the video production.  Bruce Bradtmiller will co-chair the group with Ven Adkins.

Research Task Group


Status remains unchanged.

Educational Alliance


Tony announced the approval for the McGregor West campus at the new Center for Business and Education.  The Pre-K initiative is being explored with emphasis on partnering with the Community Children’s Center.  Tony will contact Antioch College with a proposal for them to provide a calculus class for 5 YSHS students.  

Ad Hoc Housing Committee


Tony has completed the first draft of the brochure listing available properties with photos and descriptions.  An introduction highlights the strengths of the community.  Tony will contact the property owners for approval to include them in this endeavor at which time the brochure will be completed and mailed to developers and realtors.  A tour of the properties is anticipated for January.  Tony also announced the hopeful availability of a large parcel of land.  He will follow up with the owners.

Men’s Group Public Information Project


The Chamber of Commerce voted to back the initiative with the requested funding.  The group is moving forward beginning with the development of a comprehensive Yellow Springs website.

Spring Forum


The next forum is scheduled for March 26, 2005.  Richard, Saul Young and Jane Dockery have met and are reassembling the original planning committee members.  Already decided is that only 50% of the participants repeat from the 1st forum, excluding the elected officials of which all will be included.  Representatives of major institutions will again be included.  The forum will consist of the same workshops but only 1/3 of the repeat attendees will repeat the workshop attended at the 1st forum.  A video will not be done but the forum will be documented with still photography.


Future membership of the CRT was discussed with a proposal from Richard of 3-year terms with current members deciding who will serve 1, 2 and 3 year terms.

Mission, Vision, Goals and Identity

The CRT further developed their goals by attaching realistic and complimentary numbers to population, housing and school growth.  It was agreed that a specific identity and logo wasn’t required for the CRT.

Visitors

A member of the Leadership Institute asked Ron for approval to” shadow” the CRT as a requirement of their training.  The group was agreeable but concerned about potential confidentiality issues.  Institute members are pledged to confidentiality as a part of the training.
