Communications Task Group

In an effort to show our support of the current development efforts of Community Resources, communication of the proceedings and conclusions of the Forum as well as the goals of the CRT are seen as priorities.  To this end, completion of the video for airing on Channel 13 will be done.  In addition, the CTG will discuss the best venue to communicate the CRT goals.  Ideas include YS News articles and letters to the editor.

Education Alliance


The minutes of the November 8 Education Alliance meeting were shared with CRT members who are impressed with the amount of interaction and dialog that is occurring between the various educational groups in town.  This group is one of the successes of the Forum and should be discussed with the community.

Ad Hoc Housing Committee


There was discussion about the concern that moving forward with the committee plan of showcasing property available for residential development will further incense the opposition groups.  Recognizing the need for additional housing, residential development on these properties that are within the boundaries of the Village, should be applauded.  The CRT decided that full disclosure is best and the Housing Committee will pursue an article in the YS News to discuss the group’s plans.

There are 11 committee members; a November meeting was held and a December meeting is scheduled for informational purposes.  Jim Albright of the Men’s Group will head the group in Ron’s winter absence and also attend CRT meetings.

Spring Forum
