Ad Hoc Housing Committee


Tony Arnett reported the need for education and information distribution to the community regarding the need for residential growth in the Village.  It is Tony’s recommendation that the CRT hold an informational meeting to review our goals, discuss our progress and kick off the housing initiative.  There are 158 total acres available within the Village for various housing opportunities.  He wants to discuss how we can add population without contributing to sprawl.  As a member of the Forum housing group, Bruce Bradtmiller was recommended as a moderator for this discussion.

Update of Economic Development Planning


Tony Arnett reported on a series of public meetings to be held in January and February.

Community Resources will hold a meeting on January 11 to review the history of the group, membership and discuss major initiatives like the Center for Business & Education. Planning Commission will hold a meeting to discuss the legalities of zoning, annexation and various other issues regarding land use/availability within the Village.  There will also be a review of the Comprehensive Plan and how it ties into current development plans.


Tony reviewed the process and schedule for annexation of the Vernay property for the Center for Business & Education.  Sharen recommended that the annexation and continuing progress on the Center for Business & Education be the top priority for the CRT.


Ted Donnell attended to present concepts for the Western Gateway and the Center for Business & Education but was unable due to time constraints.  His firm, K4 Greene, was hired by Community Resources as the architect/planner for the business area of the development.
